Why? This essay is very easy to read and clearly shows the attitude of the Croats toward Europe as Europe ignores the Serbian aggression of 1991.  The “sins” reported by the author can easily be applied to US foreign policy and therefore present an opportunity for American students to think about how the US is viewed in other parts of the world.  The themes of this essay apply to Bosnia and Herzegovina as well as Croatia.
Themes: politics, especially the interdependence and expectations nations have of one another  The war for independence deepened centuries old feelings of being treated like second class citizens of Europe. 
Historical Context:  This piece makes clear the feelings of Croatians that they are a part of Europe by virtue of years of occupation and collaboration, and that  Europe is immoral for giving no assistance.
Geographic Context:  All of Croatia was impacted by the war as was the rest of the region.
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
